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pedagogical and performance influences and barriers in the musical-creative communicative
interaction.

The methodological basis is the cultural approach, from the standpoint of which the originality of
culture has been widely regarded as the totality of all spiritual and material activities of human, both
in separate historical periods and throughout the history of mankind as a whole; a personality oriented
approach that aims to create a unique personality; system-holistic approach, the ideas of which were
reflected in the structuring of content, interdisciplinary integrative links (solfeggio, music literature,
rudiments of music, history of choreographic art, dance history, etc.), taking into account planning and
implementation in each of the main directions of educational activity a whole set of educational and
developmental tasks; activity approach aimed at the organization of intensive practical activity,
because it is through his own activity that man learns science and culture, ways of knowing about the
world around, shapes and improves personal qualities; comparative approach, which provides the
process of humanization of education, enhancing its innovativeness, creativity, integrativeness, creates
favourable conditions for professional self-development of the individual in the context of
consideration of the general laws regarding the selection of the performing repertoire for the musical
design of classes on classical choreography, their importance and relevance (students), their level of
musical perception and development.

Conclusions. Communicative interaction of the concertmaster and the teacher of choreography
in the class of classical dance is one of the most difficult artistic and intellectual institutions in the
performing arts, as a result of which the artistic academic tasks are achieved in the conditions of
aesthetic upbringing of the younger generation of pupils has been proved.

LoBACHUK INNA. Application of creative teaching methods with the purpose of activating the
students’ cognitive activity in the process of foreign language learning.

The article reveals the essence of creative teaching methods that provide activation of students’
cognitive activity. It is proved that the following methods: discussion method; role-playing method,;
method of projects; the use of multimedia technologies are related to the fact that their forms and
content allow them to form, along with communicative competence, individual communication and
intellectual skills, which in the aggregate constitute critical thinking skills. It is proved that these
methods form a culture of creative operative thinking, create conditions for use of personal experience
and previously acquired knowledge for mastering new ones, enable students to focus on independent
work, allow to change and enrich the content of the lesson. It is determined that today an educational
institution should instill interest in acquiring knowledge, form students’ aspirations for lifelong
learning, by all modern means and methods to develop communication skills, teach students to
determine problems and solve them independently and in a team.

The central issue of the work is the demonstration of methods of activating the cognitive activity
of students, which are aimed at forming students’ communicative competence, the development of the
ability to communicate freely in different situations, formulate and defend their own opinion, discuss,
evaluate life phenomena, and express their own attitude to the given probles . Due to their well-
selected tasks, students have more opportunities for research, which involves the autonomy and
development of the creative thinking and intellectual and creative abilities of students.
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It is determined that the main purpose of English language teaching is the formation of students’
communicative competence, which means mastering the language as a means of intercultural
communication, developing the ability to use foreign language as a tool in the dialogue of cultures and
civilizations of the modern world, as well as the use of interactive methods as an example of modern
teaching method.
