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A. SHEVCHENKO. Continuity and uninterrupted nature of pedagogical traditions in the formation
of professional culture of future teachers.

The article highlights the issue of the need for systematization and generalization of the cultural
and educational tradition of the Ukrainian people, particularly in regard to the inheritance of
pedagogical heritage, which is based on experience, creativity, and innovation. This is primarily
related to the fact that the higher education system must meet the demands of modern society, where
the social order is connected with the need for training pedagogical personnel who have a high level of
professional culture, are capable of solving complex tasks, and are able to navigate social processes
and the information space as independent, communicative, and creative individuals.

The article discusses the characteristics of pedagogical traditions. Among them, we can mention:
the description of ideas, values, and criteria for the productivity of the educational process that are
passed down from one generation of educators to the next; certain stable interrelations between
pedagogical interaction and society; the historically variable way of the development of culture,
including education; the pedagogical paradox, whose main feature is national specificity; the system of
historically formed values in pedagogical theory and practice that are related to professional activity
in one way or another.

The article analyzes a number of historical and pedagogical studies dedicated to: the
actualization and inheritance of pedagogical traditions, starting from the second half of the 16th
century; the role and importance of pedagogical traditions in the system of educational innovations;
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the relationship between traditions and innovations in pedagogical activity; the axiological
significance of traditions and innovations, and their dialectical unity as a condition for the
modernization of education.

Emphasizing the continuity and uninterrupted nature of pedagogical traditions in the formation
