Formation of information competence of high school students by means of mobile
applications and educational platforms in technology lessons.

The article deals with the peculiarities of using mobile applications and educational platforms in
the process of forming information competence of high school students in technology lessons. It is
shown that modern digital tools open up wide opportunities for organizing the learning process,
improving its interactivity and ensuring the individualization of educational activities. The use of
mobile applications contributes not only to access to information resources, but also for the formation
of students of critical thinking, self-organization, analytical activity and effective cooperation.

The capabilities of popular educational platforms, including Google Classroom, Moodle and
Microsoft Teams, which provide a structured learning organization, allow students to work
individually and in groups, to conduct a project and get instant feedback. Particular attention is paid to
tools such as Padlet, Trello and Canva, which allow you to organize joint work, create visual materials
and effectively represent educational projects. It is proved that their use stimulates the development of
communication skills, visualization of information, creativity and planning.

The article emphasizes the importance of specialized mobile applications for the implementation
of the content of individual modules of the subject «Technology». It is demonstrated that digital tool
integration allows students to process information more effectively, create individual or group
information products, and develop the skills necessary for further professional development.It is
emphasized that the use of mobile applications and platforms in technology learning provides students
with access to a large number of information resources, shapes the ability to navigate the information
space and apply the knowledge gained in practical activities. This meets the modern requirements of
the New Ukrainian School, which is focused on the formation of key competences and preparing
students for life in a digital society.

Thus, the results of the study prove that mobile applications and educational platforms are an
effective tool for forming information competence of high school students. They allow you to combine
learning with real technologies, make the educational process more dynamic and practical-oriented,
contribute to the development of independence, critical thinking and creative approach to solving
problems. The introduction of such tools into a teaching practice greatly expands the ability of the
teacher and increases students' motivation for learning.

Modern environmental challenges, such as climate change, environmental pollution, and waste
disposal issues, necessitate the formation of an environmental culture as early as preschool age. The
article analyzes methodological approaches in the field of environmental culture and awareness
among young children in different countries and considers the possibility of introducing some of them
into the domestic environmental education system. The authors argue that early childhood is the most
sensitive period for laying the foundations for a responsible attitude towards nature, and that not only
a qualified teacher plays a key role in this process, but also an optimal educational environment that
provides opportunities for practical experience of interacting with nature.

The study provides a comprehensive overview of international experience in implementing
innovative models of environmental education. It analyzes in detail such practices as German ‘‘forest
kindergartens,” where learning takes place in a natural environment; the Swedish “Class Mulle”
program, based on play and the use of the natural environment, the American “Project Learning
Tree” and “Aquatic Project WILD” programs, which are focused on research activities, and the
Japanese approach, which integrates national cultural characteristics into environmental education.
Each of these models demonstrates a positive impact not only on environmental awareness, but also on
the cognitive, physical, emotional, and social development of children.

Based on the experience studied, the article offers specific practical recommendations for
creating an effective environmental education enviromment in preschool institutions. These include:
organizing spaces with natural materials (wood, stones), creating forest-like areas for research and
creative activities, installing composters and rainwater tanks to demonstrate natural cycles, and using
equipment powered by renewable energy sources.
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Separate attention is paid to the critical role of the human factor — educators and parents. It is
emphasized that without increasing their environmental awareness and sensitivity to nature, it is
impossible to ensure high-quality and long-term environmental education. Measures are proposed to
improve teacher training by enriching curricula and organizing professional development courses, as
well as educational work with parents through lectures, seminars, and joint events.

The conclusions note that the successful implementation of environmental education is possible
provided that an enriched natural environment is created, teachers are systematically trained based on
proven international methods and their adaptation to the national context, and families are actively
involved in shaping the environmental culture of future generations.
